 During the month of April we continue to celebrate the Easter 
season.  It is a time of great celebration.  Easter is a season not just a 
day.  It is a time that we celebrate our Lord’s death and Resurrection. 
 Anyone who has ever served in the armed forces, or even seen 
an old war movie for that matter, understands what a supreme 
sacrifice of ones life means to those who benefited from that 
sacrifice.  The story of a man who charged a hill to take out an 
enemy stronghold so that his brothers in arms would be spared was 
not uncommon.  That man was highly respected, decorated, and 
never forgotten by his fellow soldiers.  His memory lives on forever 
in the stories told by those who were there that day. 
 During this season, we remember the man who charged the hill 
of Golgotha and made the supreme sacrifice with his life so that 
others may live forever.  He mounted an attack on the enemy that 
would end the battle for our souls.  The man was, of course, God and 
His name is Jesus and His actions live on through the stories of the 
gospels.  We should live our lives in a way that shows the respect 
and love He deserves for paying the supreme sacrifice. 
 One the second Sunday of Easter we celebrate Divine Mercy 
Sunday.  It is a day set aside by the Church in which we focus on 
God’s mercy upon us in forgiving our sins.  It is also a time that we 
should look within our own lives and find those that we need to offer 
forgiveness.  One important thing to remember is that it doesn’t 
matter who says “I’m sorry,” what is important is that reconciliation 
takes place and that love prevails with all mankind. 
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 Isidore was also known as Isidore the Bishop; Schoolmaster  
of the Middle Ages.  His memorial is celebrated on April 4th.  He 
 was the son of Severianus and Theodora, people known for their 
piety.  Brother of St. Fulgentius, St. Florentina, and St. Leander       
of Seville, who raised him after their father’s death.  Initially a     
poor student, he gave the problem over to God and became one       
of the most learned men in his time.  He helped his brother    
Leander, Archbishop of Seville, in the conversion of the Visigoth. 
 Archbishop of Seville in 601, succeeding his brother to the 
position.  He was a teacher, founder and reformer.  He required 
seminaries in every diocese and wrote a rule for religious orders.  
 He was a prolific writer including a dictionary, an encyclopedia, 
 a history of the Goths, and a history of the world beginning with 
creation.  He completed the Mozarabic liturgy which is still in       
use in Toledo, Sprain.  He presided at the Second Council of    
Seville and the Fourth Council of Toledo and introduced the      
works of Aristotle to Spain.   
 He was proclaimed a Doctor of the Church by Pope       
Benedict XIV in 1722, and became the leading candidate for     
patron saint of computer users and the Internet in 1999.  Born in   
560 at  Cartagena, Spain, he died on April 4, 636 at Seville,        
Spain .He is  also considered the Patron Saint of computer 
technicians; computer users; computers; the Internet;
