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 We are now deep into the dog days of summer and realizing 
that the season is not far from over.  It won’t be long now, and the 
cool evenings of September will be upon us and I welcome those 
days.  I look at my calendar and realize that it is filling up rather 
quickly.  How the time does go by.  An opportunity is coming this 
fall and I hope you give serious consideration to making room in 
your calendar for it. 
 
Bishop Lucas is introducing a program throughout the diocese to 
help you not only learn more about your church, but also about your 
faith.  The two do go hand-in-hand.  I can tell you from personal 
experience that the more you know about Catholicism, the closer you 
become to God.  When I started my diaconal formation I thought I 
had a clear understanding of the church, but those thoughts quickly 
dissipated as I began my studies. 
 
After traveling the four years to Quincy to earn a Masters degree in 
Theological Studies, a natural process happened.  The more I 
learned, the deeper my faith grew.  Why?  Because, my 
understanding of the history and formation of the church deepened 
allowing me to gain significant insights into who we are as Catholics. 
 
So what are you doing this fall?  Why are you Catholic?  What does 
it mean to be Catholic?  Were we really the first church, the church 
of the Apostles?  If someone were to ask you why we do baptisms, 
could you explain it to them?  What about this Confirmation thing?  
What does it mean and why do we do it? 
 
Why Catholic is going to be offered in all the parishes this fall.  It is 
an easy to follow and understand program that will deepen your 
knowledge of our Church.  This program does not ask you for a large 
time commitment.  It is set up so that we meet in small groups 
throughout your parish to work together for a deeper understanding.   
The groups will meet for 6 weeks this fall, and again for 6 weeks 
during lent next spring.  The sessions only last for 90 minutes and 
you will be amazed at what you thought you knew versus what the 
church really teaches.  The session this year is about the sacraments.  
This really is good stuff! 
 
So when you hear the announcements in the coming weeks about 
Why Catholic I urge you to get involved and learn more about who 
you are and why you are catholic.  I promise you will not be 
disappointed.
