This month we celebrate the feast of the Mdasly Body and
Blood of Christ, also known as Corpus Christi. The Solemnity
of Corpus Christi commemorates the institution of the Holy
Eucharist. Corpus Christi was introduced in the late 13th
century to encourage the faithful to give special honor to the
institution of the Holy Eucharist to the Blessed Sacrament.
The official title of this Solemnity was changed in 1970 to The
Body and Blood of Christ and
official Calendar for the universal Church on Thursday after
Trinity Sunday; however, where it is not a day of obligation

(as in the United States) it is usually celebrated on the Sunday
following Trinity Sunday.

Corpus Christi became a mandatory feast in the Roman
Church in 1312. But nearly a century earlier, Saint Jaliain

Mont Cornillon, promoted a feast to honor the Blessed
Sacrament. She made known her ideas to the Bishop of Liége,

Robert de Thorete and he ordered that the feast be celebrated
in his diocese.

Pope Urban IV later published the Bull Transiturus

(Septembr 8, 1264), in which, after having extolled the love

of Our Savior as expressed in the Holy Eucharist, ordered the
annual celebration of Corpus Christi on the Thursday after
Trinity Sunday. More than four decades later, Pope Clement V
published a new deee which embodied Urban IV's decree

and ordered the adoption of the feast at the General Council of
Vienna (1311).

The processions on Corpus Christi to honor the Holy Eucharist
wetre not smensoned In the decereed, huehadbecomaera prividipal s
feature of thedast's celebration by the faithful, and became a
tradition throughout Europe.

On Sunday Juné”, we again willhave an honorable
opportunity to continue this most holy traditioRlease mark
your calendars for this date and plan to be a part of this
procession. The"™Degree will act as honor guards for our
Savior on this holy day and lead the faithful to central park.
